PRAYER SERVICE

Rejoice always, pray continually, and give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.
(I Thessalonians 5:16-18)

Prayer and fasting are our ACTS of listening, praising, giving thanks, and bringing our petitions to God, confident that He
loves and answers us. Our pattern of prayer for this service flows out of our ACTS where we care called (1) to LISTEN
and meditate silently on God'’s Word, (2) to REFLECT on the questions, (3) to SHARE what may have come to you, and
(4) to PRAY for what is on our hearts.

ADORATION (Praise God for who He is)
PRAISE SONGS
LISTEN (Psalm 100)

Shout for joy to the Lord, all the earth.

Worship the Lord with gladness; come before Him with joyful songs.

Know that the Lord is God.

It is He who made us, and we are Hisl; we are His people, the sheep of His pasture.

Enter His gates with thanksgiving and His courts with praise; give thanks to Him and praise His name.
For the Lord is good and His love endures forever; His faithfulness continues through all generations.

CONFESSION (Own up to our sins)
LISTEN (Psalm 51:1-4, 10-12, David’s confession when faced with his sin)

For I know my transgressions, and my sin is always before me.

Against you, you only, have | sinned and done what is evil in your sight;

Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your
requests to God. (Philippians 4:6)

REFLECT

What and who are you grateful for in your life?
Are you able to be grateful in every circumstance, whether it is good or painful?

SUPPLICATION (Make requests before God for ourselves and others)
